It was
called the Welland County Agricultural Society and operated the
Welland Fair. On January 30, 1970 the name of the fair was
changed to Niagara Regional Exhibition and on January 22, 1971
the name of the Society was changed to Niagara regional
Agriculture Society. The objectives of the Society are to
encourage interest, promote improvements in and advance the
standards of agriculture, domestic industry and rural life.

Every person is entitled to be a member of the Society, but no
person under eighteen years of age is eligible to vote at any
meeting of the Society or to hold office in the Society.

The business of the Society is carried on by eighteen senior
directors and six junior directors (not over twesiy years of
age). They all serve without remuneration of any kind in the
interest of this community. Anyone interested in the fun and
fellowship of operating a large fair with its multitudes of activities
should contact a director and ask to serve on the committee.
